He
had to take an early retirement in 2022 due to his leukemia diagnosis and his
upcoming stem cell transplant. 

 As Dwayne grew older, he enjoyed working cattle, baling hay and weekly
suppers with friends and family. He also enjoyed riding his Harley on long
scenic trips. He spent many days visiting and having lunch with his mom, then



enjoying their game shows together.
