Sally Teykl Anderson, 84, passed away Monday, June 17, 2024, in Houston.

In fact, they still had morning coffee and
evening supper together several days a week. Growing up, Rhonda’s friends
always enjoyed visits to her house so they could be entertained by her lively
mother whom everyone adored. 
Sally also had a special bond with her only grandchild – Rhonda’s daughter
Savannah. Savannah tragically passed away in 2019, but we can now take
comfort in knowing that she and Sally are together, undoubtedly laughing and
spreading joy in Heaven. 
Sally worked as an insurance adjuster for Prudential Insurance Company for



30 years until retiring in 1992. She was a member of St. Paul’s Presbyterian
Church in Needville where she had many friends and loved to sing in the
choir.
